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False Confidence

Many motorcyclists feel little anxiety while riding. This enhances enjoyment, but their
sense of confidence may be based on a self -assessment that is dangerously unrealistic.

Confidence isnd6t always an accurate of a riderds

state of confidence through a napve O0come what
confidence on an inflated ego, an over -optimistic attitude, or inexperience. Any one of

these conditions can easily lull people into thinking they are more capable than they

are. Confidence built on abilities that may not exist leaves you more vulnerable to haz-

ards.

Be aware that your sense of confidence may not be accurate. Evaluate whether your

sense of confidence is based on a strong foundat:i

feel confident, but not in defiance of common sense and safety.

While it may be true that experience alone can teach you what you what you need to
know to become a skillful, confident rider, these lessons often come at a high cost. The
best way to become more proficient without attending the School of Hard Knocks is to
actively develop skills before you need them.

The skills that confident motorcyclists acquire include keen risk awareness and risk

management, along with the ability to handle a motorcycle masterfully. Motorcycle rid-

ers possess varying degrees of these traits; they are usually confident at some tasks

and anxious about others. If you pay attention you will likely recognize situations when

your confidence |l evel isn6t as high as it could

To enjoy motorcycling to its fullest you must recognize the areas where you can im-
prove and develop your skills, so that confidence, not anxiety, governs your riding ex-
perience.

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Planning Trips & Rides

Most of us will be taking trips this year and some of us will be leading group rides or trips. | will give some
tips on planning rides and trips that will make it all more enjoyable.

Try to keep the number of bikes at 6 bikes or less. If you have more then 6 bikes split them into smaller
groups and maintain some distance between the groups. Doing this makes it safer for you in traffic. | rec-
ommend taking a Road Captains Course. This course teaches you the proper way to ride in groups thus
making everyone safer.

How many miles should you travel a day? This varies a lot. | use 50 mph as a guide. Then factor in breaks

of 10 to 15 minutes every 100 to 120 miles or every 2 hours. | figure lunch at 30 minutes or so and supper

at 1 hour. Weather will be a big factor. Good weather the above will work just fine. Bad weather is defi-

nitely going to slow you down. You may also want to factor in time for sight seeing and type of terrain

youol | be traveling along the way. Using my method
hours time on 2 lane roads. Maybe 450 miles on all 4 lane interstate highways.

If you have other bikes with you take into consideration whether you have less experienced or skilled rid-
ers in the group. You may need to take more frequent breaks to accommodate riders or co-riders with
physical or health problems. Your gas stops should be based on the bike that uses the most gas and eve-
ryone should fill up with fuel at every gas stop.

Try to reserve hotel rooms ahead for your daily stops. Be sure to carry the phone numbers for your re-

served rooms in case you want to cancel them or ar e
ahead plan on stopping early to get rooms before tfF
It is no fun riding till late at night trying to fi
always carry AAA tour books with us. We use these to find hotels and motels as well things going on in

the areas we are traveling. This makes it easier toc

A lot of us now have GPS on our bikes to help plan and guide us on our trips. Personally | still plan my

trips on maps and always carry them with the routes marked on them with me. It makes it a whole lot eas-

ier to check if you are on the right road at a glance or taking an unwanted scenic tour. GPS is a great tool

for traveling but they dondét always take you the we
other electronic gear can fail. Thus the need to carry maps. They will get you there and back. Let the rest

of your group know what routes and directions you are going. This really helps if someone is held up in

traffic or made a wrong turn. If you have to pull over and wait on someone find a parking lot or other safe

place off the road to wait. Remember safety first.
I hope these tips will make planning and taking future trips easier and more enjoyable.
