No Cost to enroll. No Renewals needed. If patches are desired there is a $6.00 fee that in-
cludes the Round Safe Mile Patch and the Rider or Co -Rider Rocker. Black and Gold Patch is
$1.00 more.

LEVEL 2 - Current GWRRA member. Level 1 with 5,000 Safe Miles. Current motorcycle en-
dorsement on License. Approved Rider Course within last 3 years. Co  -Rider must have 2 -UP
Riding Course or Co -Rider Seminar within last 3 years.

No Cost to enroll. No Renewals needed. If patches are desired there is a $5.00 fee that in-
cludes the Tour Rider or Co -Rider Patch. Black and Gold is $1.00 more.

LEVEL 3 - Current GWRRA member. Currentin Level 2. Carry First Aid Kit on Bike. Be current
in First Aid or CPR.

No Cost in enroll. No Renewal needed. If patches are desired there is a $4.00 fee that in-
cludes the Certified Tour Rider or Co -Rider Patch. Black and Gold is $1.00 more.

LEVEL 4 - Current GWRRA member and current in LEVEL 3 for one full year. Minimum of
25,000 Safe Miles. Current in Both First Aid and CPR. Wear proper riding gear.

Il niti al Fee is $35.00. Il ncludes the Triangul &
Black and Gold Patches are $8.00 more.
